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SUMMARY:  FY 2010 FEDERAL OBLIGATIONS & AWARDS – ANNUAL PROJECT LISTING 


 
 Pursuant to Federal Regulation 23 CFR 450.332, the Mid-Region Metropolitan Planning Organization 
(MRMPO) has compiled the Annual Project Listing of Federal Obligations and Awards for Federal Fiscal Year 2009-
2010 (FY 2010).   Two analyses by funding categories are included. 
 
Review of Each Project 
 The Annual Project Listing denotes for each project and funding category, the amount programmed in the 
Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), the amount actually obligated or awarded, the difference between the 
two, the amount carried forward (“rolled-over”), and project specific explanations.  This list includes all projects 
programmed in the TIP in FY 2010.  
 
Review by Funding Category 
 An analysis by funding category compares each project's programmed amount in the TIP at two points in the 
fiscal year, with the amount obligated by the end of the fiscal year.  One set of columns (shaded blue) compares the 
obligated amount with the programmed amount as of December 31, 2009 which is the end of the first quarter.  The 
second set of columns (shaded yellow) compares the obligated amounts with the programmed amount at the end of 
the fiscal year on September 30, 2010.  This allows an analysis of the TIP using the December 31st data which is the 
same period analyzed by the FHWA.  Also, this allows an analysis of the TIP management process using the end-of-
fiscal-year data since TIP revisions should be made in a timely fashion to minimize last minute issues that prevent 
obligation of funds. 
 
Changes to TIP Management Procedures From Previous Years 


During FY 2010 the MPO has been managing the TIP more firmly than in the past as part of an effort to 
implement last year's report recommendation that the MPO "track each project’s progress on securing local 
government agreements and the necessary certifications."  Revisions that required a project's funding to move out of 
the current fiscal year were reviewed to determine the cause of the delay.  Also, agencies were "polled" to search for 
projects that can advance an equal (or close) amount of funds to take the place of the delayed project thus 
maintaining a steady level of funds programmed in the current year.  All projects' schedules were reviewed several 
times between October 1st and April 30th to assist agencies with issues and/or to switch funding early enough so the 
advanced project could meet certification requirements and secure local government agreements. 
 
Results 
 In FY 2010 the Albuquerque Metropolitan Planning Area obligated 103% (comparing to the TIP as of 
December 31st) and 104% (compared to the end of the FY on Sept. 30th) of its programmed funding.  The analysis of 
each funding category shows similar results.  Please note that some percentages are higher than 100% due to some 
additional funds being amended into the TIP from sources previously programmed outside the AMPA. 
 Compared to the last three fiscal years the results are: 
  FY 2007  47.92%  obligated compared to programmed amount in TIP as of May 
  FY 2008  74.70%  obligated compared to programmed amount in TIP at end-of-year 
  FY 2009  73.55%  obligated compared to programmed amount in TIP as of July 
  FY 2010  84.% obligated compared to programmed amount in TIP as of December 31st  
               103.% for same period for FHWA main highway categories 
  FY 2010  92.%  obligated compared to programmed amount in TIP at end-of-year 
               104.% for same period for FHWA main highway categories 
Although the comparison was done at different time periods in each fiscal year, the results clearly show a major 
improvement in the proportion of funds obligated versus programmed.  In the future the MPO will standardize the time 
periods for comparison to end of the first quarter and at the end of the fiscal year. 


Also noteworthy:  There are three categories, known as "earmarks", with low obligation percentages:  High 
Priority Projects (HPP), Interstate Maintenance-Discretionary (IM-Disc), and Surface Transportation Program 
Discretionary (STP-D).  They are low because for most projects with Congressional “earmarks”, the amount allocated 
to the project is far short of the amount needed to progress the project.  Therefore, until additional funding is identified 
and programmed, earmarked funds can not be fully utilized.
