COMPARISON with PREVIOUS Fiscal Year Information
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SUMMARY:  FY 2008 FEDERAL OBLIGATIONS & AWARDS – ANNUAL PROJECT LISTING 
 
 Pursuant to Federal Regulation 23 CFR 450.332, the Mid-Region Metropolitan Planning 
Organization (MRMPO) has compiled the Annual Project Listing of Federal Obligations and Awards for 
Federal Fiscal Year 2007-2008 (FY 2008).   Two analyses by funding categories are also included. 
 
Review of Each Project 
 The Annual Project Listing denotes for each project and funding category, the amount 
programmed in the Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), the amount actually obligated or 
awarded, the difference between the two, the amount carried forward (“rolled-over”), and project specific 
explanations.  This list includes all projects programmed in the TIP in FY 2008.   
 
Review by Funding Category 
 Two analyses by funding category were also compiled comparing each funding category’s 
programmed to the obligation or award.  One analysis makes the comparison to mid-fiscal year (May) 
programmed amounts and one compares to end-of-fiscal year (September 30th) programmed amounts. 


● The purpose of the mid-year comparison chart is to compare the actual amounts obligated by 
the end of the Federal fiscal year with the "intended" Federal program earlier in the FY.  
May was the month arbitrarily chosen to represent the "intended" program since two 
quarterly amendment cycles of the fiscal year were completed allowing for adjustments 
per the March TIP update reports. 


● The purpose of the end-of-the-year chart is to compare the actual amounts obligated by 
September 30th with the amount programmed as of September 30th.  Since adjustments 
are made to the TIP throughout the fiscal year (ie. fund source changes, adjustments to 
reflect actual award amounts, etc.) a comparison of obligated and awarded amounts to 
the amounts programmed at end of the fiscal year is more appropriate to assess how well 
communication and updates of the TIP proceeded in order for the TIP to accurately 
reflect progress of all TIP projects. 


 
 A review of the three reports shows a significant increase in the percentage of programmed funds 
that were obligated or awarded compared to the previous year’s report (74.70% or 81.90% in FY 2008 vs. 
47.92% in FY 2007).   
 
Noteworthy Items and Recommendations 
 1).  A review of the two analyses by funding categories shows differing percentages between the 
mid-year (May) and end-of-year (Sept) reports.  However, a closer review of the September report show 
most fund sources having over 85% of the amount programmed being obligated.  Overall, the change 
between the May and September reports indicates a high level of communication between lead agencies 
and MRMPO in providing updates to TIP projects on a regular and ongoing basis thus providing accurate  
information to update the TIP.  


a).  It should be noted that by September 30th appropriate adjustments were made to the TIP 
through the efforts of several lead agencies and MRMPO so that several funding 
categories (and all Transit categories) show over 85% of the programmed amount was 
obligated or awarded reaching 100% in many categories. 


 2).  Seven funding categories which are highlighted in yellow, show obligation/award percentages 
that are either extremely low (under 40%) or extremely high (over 150%).  By cross referencing back to 
the project chart and notations, and through discussions with NMDOT and lead agencies’ staff, several 
general conclusions can be made. 


a). Two categories with low obligation percentages, High Priority Projects (HPP) and Surface 
Transportation Program Discretionary (STP-D), are low because for many projects with 
these Congressional “earmarks”, the amount allocated to the project is often far short of 
the amount needed to progress the project.  Therefore, until additional funding is 
identified and programmed for these projects, the earmarked funds can not be fully 
utilized. 







b). Surface Transportation Program-Enhancement (STP-E) funds were obligated under 40% of 
those programmed.  This is attributed to two projects, one delayed until FY 2009 because 
the project’s estimated cost increased significantly during design, and one because the 
lead agency which rarely receives Federal highway funding, was inexperienced in dealing 
with the obligation process.  While design changes are often unavoidable, it is 
recommended that MRMPO and NMDOT staff work more closely with lead agencies that 
lack familiarity with the project development process. 


c).  Section 130 Railroad-Highway Crossing funds show an obligation of funds for a project that 
was never in the TIP.  This is a breakdown at several levels.  First, by the lead agency 
(MRCOG-NMDOT Rail Runner) which did not provide any project information to 
MRMPO, second by the office(s) at NMDOT which generated and/or processed the 
obligation request, and finally by FHWA for obligating the funds.  The lead agency is one 
of only three that did not return TIP project update reports.  Increased communication 
between the lead agency and MRMPO is certainly needed; also additional checks by the 
appropriate offices in NMDOT and FHWA are also necessary.  


d).  Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP) funds show a significant difference between 
the amount programmed in May and later obligated.  The original programmed amount 
was in a categorical project without specific projects being identified.  It was anticipated 
that the state’s safety plan would identify projects utilizing these funds and the amounts 
would be transferred to the identified projects.  The significant increase resulted from 
unused HSIP funds being placed in a District 5 project for the I-25 median barrier.  
Although shown as obligated, the funds were actually obligated under the District 5 
project.  Programming of HSIP projects are not identified early enough in the fiscal year 
to be accurately programmed.  Increased cooperative planning of these projects between 
MRMPO, NMDOT District 3 and NMDOT Traffic Technical Support Bureau and local lead 
agencies would help alleviate this problem. 


e). Equity Bonus and Interstate Maintenance funding categories show far more funds obligated 
than were programmed in FY 2008.  What is unclear is how requests for obligations are 
processed in NMDOT, how funds programmed in one category appear to be obligated in 
another, and how these decisions are arrived at.  Funds are also obligated in differing 
amounts than are programmed in the TIP.  Many of these discrepancies undoubtedly are 
necessary routine adjustments.  Many would fall into the category of an “administrative 
adjustment” to the TIP if NMDOT had notified MRMPO of the need to either: revise the 
funding amounts within the +/-15% guideline, change funds from one funding category to 
another, or move funds from one fiscal year to another.  Increased communication during 
the obligation process would solve most of these discrepancies and most discrepancies 
in the report. 


 3). Only three lead agencies did not respond to the semiannual request for TIP project update 
reports.  This leads to assumptions regarding obligation and/or award amounts and in one case obligation 
for a project not programmed in the TIP.  MRMPO will work with those three agencies to assure their 
compliance with the requirements of the TIP Policies and Procedures.  
 
Conclusion 
 Overall this report shows the improved communication between MRMPO, NMDOT and the local 
lead agencies.  Improved communication has provided a TIP that has been regularly updated with 
accurate information and a TIP that schedules project obligations in more realistic fashion.  It is also 
encouraging that many of the discrepancies can simply be corrected through improved communication to 
initiate administrative modifications to the TIP.
